Unfortunately only the lOA Chairman and the HI/I Develorment Officer attended. so
unexpectedly an lOA Committee Quorum was not reoched. 1 had not antic ipated this
situation.

1 am distressed that John ~cCullough did not emphasise the hard work expertise
and brilliant far seeing ideas put forward by the Development I"orking Croups. 'They do
indeed form the bas is of a 5 year Plan for the Iutur e and 1 happi ly antic ipate
ratification of their Reports by the TOA ~xecutive.

Constant negative criticism is understandably a widespread phenomenom or immature
orienteering federations. We, in Ireland will overcome any such tendancios and work
to"ards a characteristic and indigenous Irish Orienteering situation, with high
standards and enjoyable 0 sport. 'The IOF Congress organisation and tha ski lls and
enthusiasm of the Development Working Group Members show that we have already the s
abilities to make Irish Orienteering a fulfilling experience for all.

I will conclude by thanking the members of the Technical, Publicity Coaching and
Mapping Development Working Croups most sincerely for their dedication and significllnt
findings and suggestions. 'The Happ ing Group Report for one, is t:ecognised as excellent,
not only by Irish but by International standards.

Dear Sir,

Thank you for your sensible arguments in regard to uti Li s ing the meagre resources
available to orienteering in developing the sport at lower levels than Elite.

Orienteering has 8 great deal to offer the young people of our country, developing
as it does such skills as self reliance and decision making and sharpening powers of
observation. It also offers parents, particularly of teenage families, a tremendous
opportunity to share the enjoyment of the young in a sport which makes room for all
age groups. I speak from experience - orienteering hat enriched beyond measure our
family life and brought a great spirit of comrade.hip and joy to all the partioip~ting
Morrishes.

The P.E. teacher at the school where I teach recently remarked that he was
staggered at the amount of participation right through the season which WIlS evident
during my last year's efforts at establishing the sport at our school. He pointed out
that with team gamos the most you csn hope for is 8 few over and above the number
required for a team. Those unlikely to make the tcom become quickly aware ond drop out.

So how to build on this enthusiasm? Obviously we must encourage and enthu8e
teachers who will be willing to take on the promotion of the sport in schools. Here 1
must praise a dedicated band of ceachers in Cork who run a schools league for elite
runners, but I am more interested in getting as many kids, and their parents, out into
the forest a8 po.sible - fun-running principally, with a good standby service for
those showing enough promi.e and ambition to join the Elites as they grow older.

I am much encouraged by your comment and give you my unqualified .upport for the
idea of sending a worthwhile team to woe in France.

I a lao support Maura Thornhi 11' s idea thot clubs should organise technical
training sessions at regular intervals during the .eason.

Tiglin Adventure Centre is currently revising its policy on orienteering. Over
recent years we have introduced around 1000 people per ycar to orienteering. Now some
more specific courses are to be run, aimed at teachers, youth leaders and at more
established orienteers.

Marcb 2/3 sees a course geared towards teachers and youth leaders running their
own orienteering programmes.

An orienteering training camp will be held on 23/24 March. This will consist
mainly of a series of training exercises set out in 'neorby forests. and some talks by
experienced orienteers. The emphasis will be on 8 weekend's orienteering atrengthening
weaknesses for the upcoming compet4t4ve se8son: the Leinster Champa. JK. Irish Champs
(to be held within 10 miles), etc.

A new map of part of Co. wicklow is being prepared by Tiglin staff at the moment
mainly for teaching mountain navigation. The map is based on recent photogrammetry.
and will be printed at 1:25 000 scale witb 15 metre contours. A long O/mountain
marathon will be run on the map on Hay 19 1985.

Other planned developments are intennediate level COUrses in orienteering and 8
mapping COurse geared towards tbe production of simple street and park maps,

The new Chairman i8 David McCormack of scouting fame (to
mention but one) and the Secreta~y is late of Setanta transferred for an undisclosed
sum - Michael·Carr. Treasurer is Carl Dolan, and Equipment Officer Cay Dunne. A number
of Committee members were also elected: David Dunne, Marie Collison, Caroline Nash,
Alan Shaw, Fiona NcColdrick (Who are they?) and Cer Finnin. The new Chairman hopes to
bring some innovative ideas into orienteering in the Limerick area. Congratulations
and the best of luck to him and his team.

Presentations were made to the outgoing Chairman and Secretary in recognition
of their seven years' work. In her annual report the outgoing Secretary summarised
the main events of the past year - the club organised an average of one event per
month and some members have done well in competition. The report pointed out some
areas where not as much was achieved as might have been, for instance in instructional
type events, particularly for groups needing it at intermediate level. Regular training
sessions would also be desirable . Cay Dunne hopes to organise these in the new year,
~}e might also try to develop the Sma troll system, introduced to Limerick by Tim I~al$he.
The Most Improved Orienteer award was presented to MlO Eoin Shaw who performed
consistently well, coming second in both the Irish and the ~lun8terChampionships.

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NEW NATURE RESERVES AFFECT ORIENTEERING

In the past few years nineteen nature reserves have been established by the
Min ister for Fisheries and For est ry under the 1976 IJild1ife Act. Two of tbese areas
are already used for orienteering: The Raven at Curracloe, Co. IJex(ord (used for the
1981 Irish Championships) and The Vale of Clara, Co, IHck 10l0I, which includes the
forest of Cronybyrne, and a third, the Glen of the Downs, in Co. Wicklow, has long
been earmarked for mapping.

The reasons for the formation of these reserves are as follows:
The Raven: This is a large, well developed sand dune ecosystem some 589 hectares in
extent and comprises State forest property, foreshore and seabed. The area supports a
full range of duneland animals, several of which are of particular interest and has a
rich flora including some rare species, It is one of the best developed sand dune
systems on the east coast. Established 31 July 1983.
Vale of Clara: A large area of fragmented oak wood mostlt on the east side of the
Avonmore River. It contains the largest area of semi-natural woodlands in Co. Wicklow
and is potentially one of the largest stands of native hardwoods in the country. The
area has been at least partially under woodland since the last Icc Age. "'111eoakwoods
are also of high scenic value". Established 29 December 1983.
Glen of the Oowns: an area of sessile oak, 59 hectares in extent, (l very good example
of the dryer (sic) type of oakwood characteristic of acid soils in Co. wicklow.
Established 13 June 1980.

Some other areas affected by the formation of these reserves are Coole-Garry land
at Gort, Co. Galway, and Deputy's Pass, near Glenealy, Co. wicklow. Coole-Ganyland
reserve includes land formerly owned by Lady Gregory and adjacent to, or including
the existing O-map of Coole Park, while Deputy's Pass has also been considered for
orienteering. .

The attitude of the Department of Forestry is that 'the use of nature reserves
for orienteering is incompatible with the objectives of conservation, the principal
conflicts arising from tbe disturbance to animals and/or damage to plants and
vegetation". A letter continues "The Department must, therefore prohibit orienteering
in the reserves ....As an exception to the prohibition tbe Department is willing to
a llow those currently orienteering in the Vale of Clara Reserve and the woodland
portion of the Raven nature reserve to continue recreational orienteering until 1 June
1987. However, competitive orienteering at national or international level must be
barred because of the risk of damage to these ecosystems by large numbers of partic-
ipants and spectators". The letter does, however, finish on the slightly more otimistic
note tbat the vast bulk of State forest property will remain available for orienteering.

The manner in which these reserves were created only serves to remind us of how
dependent we are on tbe Department of Forestry for the future of our sport, but it also
makes one wonder what kind of sport they think orienteering is ("damage to ..-,ecosys terns
by large numbers of participants and spectators"). I think that the environmental
damage, if any, inflicted by Irish orienteering must be so slight as to defy detection.
After all, you could lose an average Irish event crowd in the showers at the Swedish
5-Day.

( I I think that it is very important that the lOA maintain contact with Forestry to
ensure that orienteers and orienteering,: in c onmon ,..,ithother recreational users of our
fares ts, have tbeir requirements g iven consideration. Orien teen and other respons ible
groups using forests used to be welcomed as beihg a deterrent to would-be vandals -
let us hope that this attitude will again prevail, and that we will be recognised as
a group with a keen and a legitimate interest in the future of our forests.
